The scouts are called back to order by the staff and SPL, the SPL makes any closing announcements.  The assigned patrol conducts the closing.
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Troop 68 is a boy led troop.   With guidance from the adult leaders, the older more experience boys plan the meetings and campouts.  The Senior Patrol Leader and his staff  run the weekly meetings.  Boys naturally learn more leadership skills from each other and with hands on learning and experience, the boys will succeed.
